1. PCT PRESENTATION ON HERTS HEALTHCARE FACILITIES


CONSULTATION


Jacqui Bunce, Assistant Director (Commissioning) from the PCT presented

the options contained in the above consultation. The points raised by the

Management Committee included:


•	 Transport accessibility to hospitals for both patients and visitors. 
Jacqui stated that there will be a transport summit on 20 September 
which will involve key partners. 

•	 Relationship of the issues mentioned in the consultation with the 
community facilities, e.g. Harpenden Community Hospital 

•	 The ability of the police to follow evidence trails around potential

crimes which involve injury, e.g. assaults, drink driving incidents


•	 The potential hospital at Hatfield 

•	 The need for clear communication for the public on where to go for 
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treatment, as well as the PCT needing to assure the public that the 
resources are available to invest in the facilities mentioned in the 
consultation. 

RD proposed that a LSP response be drafted by LC, PG, DG, CA and 
himself, sent around to Board Members for comments and presented to the 
Management Committee for sign off on 28 September ahead of the close of 
consultation at the beginning of October. This was agreed.

2. LSP COMMUNITY CONFERENCE 
A draft programme was discussed by the Management Committee. 
The start time is to be moved forward to 12.00pm, with more time left before 
the keynote speaker (Stephen Joseph, Executive Director, Transport 2000) 
for a panel session involving members of the Management Committee, and 
other Board members as appropriate. Delegates are to attend two 
workshops on the project groups. The workshop brief is to be discussed by 
RD, LC, PG, CA and DG when they meet to put together the PCT 
consultation response. 
It was reported that the Sopwell DVD was being expanded to cover other 
aspects of the LSP’s work, (e.g. Fairtrade and Green Travel) and an 
introduction to the LSP and the Community Strategy. 

3. LSP PROJECT GROUPS 
RD expressed concern that there was currently no ownership by the LSP 
Management Committee to each of the project groups tasked with 
undertaking projects on behalf of the LSP, especially when the project group 
is headed by a Board member and not a Management Committee. Therefore 
it was proposed that the following Management Committee members be 
responsible for communicating progress between the project group and the 
Management Committee (through not necessarily for leading the project 
itself): 
Facilities for Young People – Mark Dawe (Lydia Whelan – lead Board 
Member and LSP project lead) 
Supporting the Community and Voluntary Sector/Encouraging and promoting 
community participation – Laura Cronshaw (also project lead)

Progress on the projects was as follows: 
Facilities for Young People - the District Children’s Trust Partnership had 
been formally contacted re developing a project, and their response was 
awaited. 
Supporting the Community and Voluntary Sector/Encouraging and promoting 
community participation – LC has had difficulty in setting up an initial 
meeting, but was looking to have one set up soon. There were a range of 
project options, which could be presented to the conference in September 
and up and running before the end of the year. 
Reducing our impact on the environment – The project group is being put 
together, with Andy Hardstaff proposed to lead from the LSP, and possible 
involvement from PG and PW. 
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Reducing Inequalities – RD suggested that in light of the District Council 
deprivation scrutiny report, that he be the lead Management Committee 
member for this project. The decision of Cabinet and a summary of the 
recommendations were circulated to the Management Committee, and CA 
recommended that the Management Committee should have a full 
discussion about the LSP’s way forward on deprivation, bringing in the 
lessons learnt from the Sopwell approach at their next meeting at the end of 
September. 

4. Butterfly World 
PG provided an update on the development. The development is ready to 
start, however some issues with the access road need to be addressed 
before work can start on development.
